LAKE LORELEI “LAKES FUND COMMITTEE” REPORT- January 2022

With the passing of the Lakes Fund earlier this summer, the Board of Trustees created a new Lakes
Fund Committee. The purpose of this committee (comprised of current Lake Lorelei property owners)
is primarily to develop strategies for programs, projects and procedures for the protection,
preservation, and enhancement of all LL lakes. The Lakes Fund Committee’s areas of concern include
Shoreline Maintenance, Water Quality Testing, Lakes Treatment Programs, Dredging Program, Lake
Safety, and Lake Valves, Dam, & Spillway Maintenance that will ultimately serve as recommendations to
the Lake Lorelei Board of Trustees.

Dredging Committee Update

» The Master Plan for Dredging is in its final draft form and will soon be submitted to the Board for
consideration. The Plan outlines all the major steps involved with researching, planning and
executing the dredging of our three lakes. The Plan also assigns dates for the steps to be completed.
Once the Plan is approved, a Request for Proposals (RFP) will be created and sent to potential
contractors who are able to submit quotes for the Project. Once approved, it will also be available
for public view. The idealistic goal is to be able to begin dredging in Fall 2022. However, due to
when contractors are available, Spring 2023 is likely a more realistic start. We hope to have more
information about a reasonable start date by the next Legend Issue.

» The results of the muck sampling have been completed. While it varies in different locations around
the lake, it has been confirmed that the muck in Lake Lorelei is primarily sand (27-67%), clay (21-
35%) and silt (13-39%).

» The committee is investigating and touring potential sites for silt processing and storage. This

investigation will include the pros/cons of each location toured. Since we still don't have a final plan,
it is too soon to say what property is "needed".

» AQuA Doc has been engaged to update the water and silt depths of key areas that contain the
majority of our silt. Since it has been three years since our initial depth tests, the committee believes
that it is important to update quantities as discussions with potential contractors.

» To date, three potential contractors have conducted site visits. These have provided great
opportunities for the committee to process questions and have general discussions about the

complete dredging process. Continued on page 6

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Lakeside Gardening

2022 Garden Tidbits

Gary Hetzell

One of the things I really enjoy each year is experimenting in the garden. I enjoy reading about new ideas from
different sources. I will try the ones that make sense and are organic, but not all work. If you don't try new
things, the ‘what if thing will bug you more. Most of these ideas are free and in your kitchen, so let’s get started.

Coffee grounds and their uses- I have used the grounds around all acid-loving plants with good success: a
handful or so on Azaleas, Blueberries, Hydrangeas, Rhododendrons and pines. A new experiment this year was
to mix grounds in the soil when planting carrot & radish seeds, so give it a try. If you have a slug or ant problem,
slugs do not like crossing over any rough objects, so sprinkle some around the base of any plant or veggie. The
smell of the coffee deters ants from problem areas as well. Starbucks will give them to you for free, just stop by
and ask them!

Tomatoes are the most popular veggie in the garden for most of us, so let’s talk about what to add to the
planting hole for this year’s crop. First banana peels: yes, they are loaded with potassium and other great
nutrients which will get your tomatoes off to a fast start. Just put your peels in a container of water in the
refrigerator until you are ready to plant, then cut them into smaller pieces and put about a handful in each hole.
The two other items going into each of my planting holes are a tablespoon of Epsom salts to kickstart plant
growth and bonemeal for the root system. [ am not a mad scientist folks, but a crazy gardener looking for that
perfect tasting tomato for my wife!

Remember: improvement happens when you experiment; everything stays the same when you don't.

Why the Cardinal is our state bird (and other thoughts...)

Nearly everyone could identify a cardinal—especially the beautiful male—with his bright red coloring and
melodious song. The state legislature voted the northern cardinal, cardinalis cardinalis, the state bird in 1933.
But why the cardinal and not some other bird like the equally beautiful blue jay or the friendly american
robin? The simple answer is because the cardinal is not a “snowbird.” Unlike some of those birds, every
cardinal in Ohio braves the cold winter.

Cardinals were named by the first European settlers because their bright red feathers reminded them of the
robes worn by high officials in the Catholic church, perhaps best known for their role in choosing the pope.
Unlike most songbirds, both males and females sing with a varied “rich what-cheer, cheer, cheer; purty-purty-
purty-purty or sweet-sweet-sweet-sweet” song. The male will sing to attract mates or ward off intruders,
whereas the female will typically sing to call the male to bring food to the nestlings.

Cardinals are monogamous birds, thought to mate for life. The pair will build a nest together, using materials
like leaves, grass, tree bark, and small twigs. The interior will usually be lined with cozy animal hair and soft
grass where the female will lay two to four eggs. Twelve or thirteen days later, the chicks are born. Males
aggressively defend territory, attacking any trespassing males. Cardinals are omnivores, meaning their diet
consists of both plants and animals: mostly seeds, berries and insects.

Those who have read some of my prior columns may have noticed I like to bring up how nature is
interconnected. An example of this is the unfortunate relationship which has developed between the cardinal
and the invasive amur honeysuckle bush. Honeysuckle is a shrub native to Asia which was brought to North
America as an ornamental plant. Unfortunately, it outcompetes most native species, forming dense stands
where trees can’t grow. The honeysuckle produces beautiful red berries which cardinals especially like. A
male cardinal who chows down on those berries absorbs that red color into his feathers
making him look to be in great health and seem to know where to live: good breeding
cues for females. Sadly, researchers at THE Ohio State University found that nests built
in honeysuckle are more likely to be raided, leading to fewer surviving offspring.
Ultimately, the low success of bright red males in honeysuckle landscapes may cause
our beloved state bird to become duller red because only the dull guys have successful
nests!

So now that you've learned more about our beautiful state bird, I leave you with this
plea: Don’t commit a cardinal sin—pull out/kill your honeysuckle today!

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Water Quality Update Cindi Wetzel, Chair

The LL Water Quality Committee (WQ) wants to thank the GREATER LAKE LORELEI WATER IMPROVEMENT
CORPORATION (GLLWIC) for their financial and volunteer support. Did you know that over the past three
years, GLLWIC has given several grants to WQ projects? In addition to financial support, several GLLWIC board
members have volunteered time on WQ projects.

¢ 2019- $500 matching grant for the purchase of a Dissolved Oxygen Meter to test the oxygen levels of our
lake. Testing DO levels of our lake is one of the best ways to measure the healthiness of the lake. WQ and
GLLWIC volunteers helped take DO tests during the summer.

¢ 2020- $500 matching grant for the purchase of $1,000 native plants for the development of a riparian
zone at the western boarder of Lake Grunwald. The native plant riparian plantings have decreased the
need to spray copper sulfate on Lake Grunwald. The clarity levels and algae levels of Lake Grunwald have
improved thanks to the riparian zone. WQ and GLLWIC volunteers planted the riparian zone.

¢ 2020- $2,400 grant for sediment testing was requested by the Water Quality and Dredging Committees in
compliance with the standard Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) list of heavy metals that
are reviewed against EPA standards to deem if the soil is "hazardous waste." The results of the analysis
proved to be good vital information for future dredging projects. Shoreline, Water Quality, and Dredging
Committees, along with GLLWIC volunteers worked together to collect samples.

January / February Issues

1972

e A couple of water pipe breaks led to a lack of water for the entire community.

LLPOA approved a change to the fiscal year, from April-to-March to January-to- December

e Henry Huebner was hired as the new Maintenance Supervisor at a rate of $2.50 per hour.

e At the most recent BOT meeting, a request was made for road signs at the entrance since people were
driving in the exit and out of the entrance, or missing both on dark nights.

e Insurance update from the board: “Authorization was given to renew the Automotive and General
Liability policies for $2,685 annually. The Association is sticking with the original insurer since no
other insurer seems to want any part of us.”

e Monthly activities and events were Bingo, Pot Luck Dinners, 50-50 Dances, Handcrafting, Bridge and
a Social Club lunch with cards or bowling.

1982

A new building for Fisherman’s Wharf was being constructed.

A Deficit Budget was approved by the Board of Trustees.

An editorial referenced “problems” within the lake, with comments about the lake being past its
prime and unhappiness with the condition of the community. Involvement with the BOT and
committees was encouraged over criticism.

e The Legend continued to operate from donations, but there were a few advertisements in this issue.

e Weekly events were Dancercize, Bowling, Bingo and a Saturday night ‘get-together’ at the Clubhouse.

e The BOT voted to begin accepting credit card payments for dues and registration.
e “I{heart} Lake Lorelei” T-shirts were being sold to raise funds for the 25t Anniversary Celebration in

1993.

e A Men’s and Women's Golf League was being formed to play at White Oak Golf Course (now closed) in
the Spring...RIP

e Weekly Bowling was still going strong, along with Exercise and Badminton, Bridge and Volleyball in
the Clubhouse.

2002
e Members were invited to sign up for projects to be completed during the “B & B” (beautification and
barbeque) weekend. Projects with the most volunteers would be selected. Some of the 15 projects
listed were:
o Paint and decorate the Clubhouse interior
e Repair the perimeter fencing
e West (main) Beach clean-up, repair and install existing and new playground equipment
o Plant Flowers
o Pick up garbage and branches along the streets
e Exercise, Bowling and Euchre were the weekly activities.
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Special Historical notes:

o BEV HERDMAN (deceased, wife of Bill Herdman) was listed as the Editor of the Legend in
1992, and the Advertising Manager in 2002.
o DoRris KITCHEN (no longer a resident) was involved in lawsuits with the LLPOA in both 1992

and 2002.

2012
LINDA BROWN stepped down as Editor of the Legend, but continued to manage the advertising.

CINDI WETZEL took over as Editor.

A spillway assessment was passed and work began to repair cracks in the lower portion of the

spillway.

The Fish Committee purchased and stocked Lake Fichtelberg with GEORGIA GIANT BLUEGILLS (a
cross between a green sunfish and a bluegill. No one was allowed to fish Fichtelberg for one year to

promote population growth.

Pride’s 2012 plans included replacing all of the emergency intersection signs, painting all the posts
around the lake, painting the maintenance building and guard house, clearing brush from common
properties and sponsoring several ‘clean-up’ days...whew!

Women's Club was busy planning a “Taste of Lorelei” dinner, a ladies’ Fashion Show & Lunch, and
their annual Plant & Bake Sale, along with the Spring Community Yard Sale. %

We will swap out a failing barcode any time at no additional cost beyond the annual subscription
price. We will process all received registrations to assure that we do not turn off barcodes that have
been renewed.

+ Processing Registrations - We do log and process registrations in order of arrival.
= We cannot issue the decals without complete paperwork (titles and insurance) and payment.
= Review and update anything highlighted, or that is new and not yet reflected on the forms.
= We process via: Mail / Office / Phone. Call ahead 513-875-3435 with questions or to check on the
day’s office traffic.

+ Mowing charges for 2022
= If you have non-contiguous lot(s) or own only vacant lot(s), the LLPOA can, at your direction, mow
them in 2021 at $150 each per lot, with the maintenance burden then on the LLPOA.
— The LLPOA will be enforcing the code by requiring members to mow lots by Memorial Day, 4th of
July, and Labor Day. The association did mow and charge $75 per mowing in 2021. Look for this on
your form.

+ Insurance responsibility - For powered watercraft & golf carts, the LLPOA requests current proof of
insurance that shows:
= Member’s name, dates in force, and itemizes: Hull ID / VIN ID #, make, model, model year, etc.
= Non-powered watercraft usually will be covered by your homeowner’s policy under personal
property liability.
= Umbrella policies are also valid where they indicate with certainty that it covers your watercraft or
golf cart.
— Insurance renewal - Please forward insurance renewals throughout the year. We suggest
that you speak with your agent to send renewals to the office to aid a smooth registration.
