Hi Neighbors,

The Volunteer Committee began 2025 with our
first project of caring for our beautiful Giblin’s
Pond. Six neighbors began clearing the
undergrowth and forming a plan to reclaim the
pond. This pond has been enjoyed by
generations in the Cove. Because it has always

been here, it is easy to assume it always will be.

That may or may not be the case and much

decides on us. Over the years, highly invasive
Chinese Tallow trees have populated the dam
area and are moving around the pond, with

water access becoming more limited. 5 years
ago, one could fish at the water’s edge at the
dam, today it is extremely difficult due to the
overgrowth and increased quantity of Tallow

trees. Overgrowth not only denies access, but it

also has the very real possibility of causing the

dam to fail as the roots compromise the earth,

as other earthen dams have failed for that very
reason. Restoring our pond is a daunting task,

and many hands will be needed.
